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Isaiah 62v2-4

The nations will see your righteousness, and all kings your glory; and you will be called by a new name which the 
mouth of the LORD will designate. 

You will also be a crown of beauty in the hand of the LORD, and a royal diadem in the hand of your God. 

It will no longer be said to you, “forsaken, nor to your land will it any longer be said, “desolate”; but you will be 
called, “my delight is in her,” and your land, “married”; For the LORD delights in you, and to Him your land will be 
married.
